HOPPIN’ JOHN SALAD

DRESSING – ¼ cup apple cider vinegar

¼  cup molasses

¼  cup olive oil

¼  teaspoon cayenne pepper

INGREDIENTS 

1 (1- Pound) bag frozen black eyed peas

1 ½ cups ½ inch cubes peeled yam

2 cups ½ inch cubes sausage (smoked or andouille)

1 ½ cups frozen sliced okra

1 cup chopped red onion

Whisk first four ingredients to blend; season with salt and pepper.

Cook black eyed peas and yam in large sauce pan of boiling salted water until tender (8 minutes or longer).  Drain; cool, place in a large bowl.  Add sausage, okra and onion. Dressing to coat and toss.

It is said that eating Hoppin’ John on New Year’s Day will bring good luck.  A hearty southern dish which had its beginnings in the civil war and continues to be eaten today.
